Reminders on Safe Arrivals &
Departures of Children

*Upon arrival, an adult must
accompany all children inside the
facility.

*Staff must be notified of the child’s
arrival.

*Upon the child’s departure, an adult
must come inside the facility and
notify staff that the child is leaving.

*Authorization is required when
anyone other than the designated
adult arrives to pick up the child.

*Children must never be left
unattended. (This also includes family
members and visitors.)
